Foothill Alliance Application/Permission Forms

PYT is fortunate to be a member of the Foothill Arts Alliance. As a result of this program, PYT is given funds to help support its many programs. Since participation fees and ticket sales cover only a portion of PYT’s costs, this funding provides a much-needed boost to the organization. The amount of funding received depends entirely on how many cast members complete the required forms. PYT covers the registration fees for each cast member out of the funds we receive from the Alliance. Each cast member gets college credit for participating in the show. To get funding from the Alliance, each cast member must fill out two forms, which are explained below and are attached to these instruction. 

Application for Admission: Fill out both the front and back of the form. Most questions are self-explanatory. For items that are somewhat confusing, see below.

2. Quarter:  Check the appropriate school quarter.

3. Social Security Number:  Without this information, the cast members cannot be registered. Rest assured that this number will not be shared with anyone outside of Foothill’s Registrar’s Office.

5. Proposed Major: Leave Blank

14. High School Graduation or Date Last Attended: If your child is not yet in high school, leave this blank.

16. Student Educational Goal: Since most cast members are young, the most common response to this item is “Undecided on Goal,” which is the last option.

17. Highest Educational Status:  Most students will put option #1, “Special admit student currently enrolled in K-12”

18. Enter the Year You Received Your Highest Degree: If the cast member has not graduated from high school, leave this blank.

19. Enrollment Status:  Most cast members will put “Special Admission Student, currently enrolled in K-1 – grade 12.

SIGNATURE: THIS IS CRUCIAL!!!!! CAST MEMBERS, NOT PARENTS, MUST SIGN THE FORM. THE FORM WILL BE REJECTED IF IT IS NOT SIGNED BY THE CAST MEMBER OR IF IT IS SIGNED BY THE PARENT.

This form is also easy to fill out. However, the form MUST BE SIGNED BY THE PRINCIPAL OR SCHOOL ADMINISTRATOR AND THEY MUST INCLUDE AN “OFFICIAL” SCHOOL STAMP OR SEAL. Remember that school secretaries often have permission to sign forms such as these. Parents must also sign this form.

These forms must be handed in by the due date. WITHOUT BOTH FORMS TURNED IN, PYT LOSES A CRUCIAL SOURCE OF REVENUE. If you have any questions, ask a producer.
